KEYHOLE RACE
(Utah StateH Horsemanship Contest Rules, pg 27

The keyhole will have the following dimensions:
Center of keyhél200 feet from the starting line
Diameter of cirgl20 feet
Width of ladeb feet
Length of laBel 0 feet

Starting line and outline of keyhole is usually marked with lime.

Five second penalty per foot will be imposed when horse steps
on or over any white line marking the keyhole.

Procedurd Horse must enter through open neck and go past
the straight portion before turning around in the circular
portion. (Turn in neck will be disqualified.) After turn, horse
must pass again through straight portion out open end. Horses
not entering through or leaving through straight portion will be
disqualified.

A broken pattern is a disqualification and always earns an
orange ribbon.
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BARREL RACING
(Utah StateH Horsemanship Contest Rules, pg 26)

Course will consist of three barrels (55 gallon drums) with a 60 foot starting
to barrel 1 and barrel 2. From barrel 1 to barrel 2 measures 90 feet. From
rel 2 to barrel 3, measures 108 feet, and from barrel 1 to 3 measures 108 f

Adjustment may be made to accommodate size of arena.

When measuring the area for the barrel course, remember to leave ample
for horses to complete their turns and to stop at finish line. It is recommen
that there be at least 45 feet from starting line to end of arena; at least 18 f
froan t%arrels 1 and 2 to arena fence, and 35 feet from barrel 3 to arena fen
end of arena.

Exhibitor can run a left or rii;ht barrel pattern. A right barrel pattern is as fo
lows: run to barrel number 1, pass to the left of it and complete a slightly m
than 360 de%ree turn around it; then go to barrel number 2, pass to right of
and do another approximately 360 degree turn around it; and then to barre
number 3, pass to right of it, and do another 360 degree turn around it and
sprint to finish line.

Knocking over a barrel or touching it with hand in an attempt to prevent it fi
tipping over will result in a 5 second penalty per obstacle.

A broken pattern earns an orange ribbon.
